Handy Hint for the Month

Some ideas of Community-Business Partnerships

The following information is sourced from “Our Community” and has been adapted for this
newsletter (_http://www.ourcommunity.com.au/business/view article.jsp?articleld=830)

Many community groups and small to medium businesses get frightened off when people
try to explain what a community-business partnership is, thinking the relationship might be
too involved for their group or business to undertake. In fact a community-business
partnership doesn't have to be complex. It can be quite simple and many groups and
businesses will find that they are already involved in relationships that can be readily
defined as community-business partnerships. Here are some ideas of community-
business partnerships:
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Ask the business to hold a staff gold-coin morning tea, with the money raised
going to buy equipment for your community group for a specific project.
Encourage the staff at a business to join together for a "team" or "whole-of-
business" volunteering day or afternoon at your organisation. It might be a team
project to clean up your office, pack Christmas hampers, help build a
playground, act as marshals at a special event or supply lunch for your clients at
a club/centre.

Ask the business to sponsor your community group or a community event that
your group is organising. Alternatively, ask the business to provide a
percentage of the sale of goods or services from their business to your
community group you support.

Organise for a collection tin to be placed on a shop counter or business
reception area to collect coins from passing trade for your community
organisation. The business could also offer the sale of merchandise for your
community group.

Ask a company to offer some of their products as an in-kind gift (e.g. for a fund-
raiser), especially if the company/business might be over-stocked.

Ask a company or business for use of their excess capacity. For example,
asking a restaurant to help prepare food for your clients at slow times or at the
end of their shifts.

Persuade a business to offer up their Boardroom for your local community
organisation to use for your meetings, sparing you the cost of hiring a facility.
Ask a business if they have spare storage space at which your community group
could store its equipment or goods, allowing you to avoid the costs of paying for
storage.

Obtain a business’ agreement to photocopy a regular newsletter for your
community organisation, saving you the money of having to print it yourselves.
And in addition ... seek their agreement to send out the newsletter or any other
mail through their business account, ensuring that you save money.

Ask companies to use their own marketing or media opportunities (e.g.
newsletters distributed by real-estate developers) to promote your community
group activity.

Encourage the members of staff of a business to provide voluntary or in-kind
services to your organisation. This could be staff with expertise in financial or
legal matters volunteering to sit on the Board of your organisation, an electrician
doing pro bono work for you, an accountant offering to complete the BAS
statement for your group at no charge or someone being a mentor to a staff
member in your own organisation.

Ask a company to use its IT skills to build a website for your community group.
Encourage businesses to think before throwing out unwanted equipment. They
may be throwing out equipment that your organisation can utilise.

Asking businesses to provide services at a free or discount rate for your
community event e.g. marquee or bin hire.
